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   The theme such as online training is chosen for our 

research, because it is, in our opinion, extremely 

relevant at the present time. We believe, that the 

introduction of online education will help increase the 

maximum number of students. For example, now we 

can find many online platforms for obtaining various 

skills. Among them the following can be noted: 

Stepik, GeekBrains, Coursera, TedEd, MIT Open 

Courseware and many others. There are a lot of video 

and text materials on these educational platforms, 

which already help people to get qualifications in 

various fields of science and especially in 

programming.
